Leaks were plugged and some general maintenance was completed. Plus, we were fortunate enough to have three electrofishing crews hard at work.  


Scott Gurtin of AZ Game & Fish told us that the day before our August workday he electofished for Gila trout, planted a few years ago, on Raspberry. He said the results were very good, with fish growing and healthy. Scott headed up one of our August workday’s electrofishing crews. It was great to personally meet Scott Gurtin and to see his enthusiastic interest towards OPTU’s conservation work.


The bad news about the electroshocking is that we had a few browns between the two barriers. One was a 15-inch female brown caught above Thompson cabin area. A Game & Fish intern was told to keep and eat this brownie. When the trout was cut open a large crayfish was found inside. Just think, with one catch we eliminated two culprits not welcome in this section of the river. On the good side we found some small fish from last year’s offspring.

Fishing Reports


Your trusty editor and his son headed off to Alaska for their first time this summer. The destination was King Salmon, AK, which is situated on the Nak Nek River (see Rob Gillette’s trip destination for this Fall). We started fishing for Kings in a boat by the back trolling technique, which was boring because I didn’t get anything but Jacks. Jacks are small Kings that have come back too early to spawn. My compadres who landed 30 to 50 pounders had a better time with this type of fishing. I would probably be telling a different story if I had hooked a bunch.  We also fished the Nak Nek for big rainbows that looked like sharks when chasing salmon smolts. Pretty exciting to watch; would have been better to catch a few more.  We took a float plane to Katmai National Park on the Brooks River and saw WAY too many bears for me. At Katmai you are required to take a bear etiquette class where they tell you to stay at least 100 yards from female Brown Bears (coastal grizzlies). Unfortunately we sometimes had four mothers and 8 to 10 cubs surrounding us on four sides. Spooky.  This park is the one shown on most of the television shows where the big male browns are perched atop a waterfall catching sockeye in their mouths as the salmon attempt to jump the falls.  


Another float plane trip took us to the Contact River in the same park for a wonderful day of catching Arctic Char (see picture), Grayling, Chum Salmon (see picture), and one bright red King.  Also saw quite a few bears that day.  Definitely keeps you on your toes. Since I get too focused on fishing it was probably good in one way - it kept me looking up at the scenery. After the day of fishing we hiked about a half mile over the tundra to a lake for pickup, with the weather getting increasingly wet and windy. Our guide mentioned that some times the planes can’t come pick you up if the weather gets too dicey. Great time to let us know that little bit of information. Fortunately we had remembered to bring raincoats, which he hadn’t bothered to recommend earlier in the day. I can’t imagine how lovely a night in the wild with brown bears would have been with no food, totally soaked ground and wood, and nothing to drink.  Next trip I will carry more.


We met four guys from Venezuela who come up every year to the same lodge on the hunt for big King Salmon. They were great fun and added a lot to the experience. It would have been much less interesting in the evenings without them there. We saw bears outside our cabins, moose, caribou, eagles, and much more, making for a good wildlife adventure.


On the plus side of the trip: good fishing, great food, fine people and an attentive lodge staff. On the down side: some promises not kept by the lodge owner (misrepresentation that cost us additional funds that may or may not be recouped) and, though the rooms were fine, some deterioration of the lodge compared to pictures in the brochures. Caveat: try to find out more about a lodge before booking, though I don’t know if it would have been possible for us to do in advance.  Or, go somewhere that your friends have been recently.  The Venezuelans had a wonderful time because they came to fish for Kings in a boat. I went to fly fish and the advertised opportunities were not as available as they were purported to be. Probably the best recommendation is to go somewhere that focuses entirely on flyfishing if that is your goal.
