Fly Tyers - I thought I'd share this info with others in OPTU. I belong to an e-mail list on the internet where people get together to share ideas on tying and fishing. They recently started buying Whiting saddle hackles 6 at a time, split the cost between 12 people. You end up getting 6 packs of different color dry fly hackle in sizes 14 to 20 for the price of 1/2 a saddle (about $30). The group is called the Virtual Fly Box www.virtualflybox.com and is run by a guy named Byard Miller who runs a fly shop mail order called Lines End www.linesend.com. It is explained in more detail below.

Description

For each group of 12 swappers 6 different colored silver grade Whiting saddles are acquired. Six of the twelve are designated as pluckers and each receives one of the saddles along with packaging materials. Their chore is to pluck all the dry fly feathers from the cape, evenly divide them into 12 piles, package them and return them to me. When I have received them all, I send one package of each color to all of 12 swappers. The swap allows folks to get a broad 
selection of Whiting saddle feathers at a very affordable price. Each package will contain enough hackle to tie WELL over 100 flies. Here is a photo of some of the packaged hackles...

Silver Creek - I've been working in the White Mountains the last few weeks and the fishing at Silver Creek is pretty awesome right now. Big fish were hitting emerging midges just below the surface. Just hike up about 1 1/4 mile from the parking lot to start the action. Jeff Collins 

Pena Blanca – Don’t miss out on the fun at Pena Blanca catching stocked trout over the next few months. Stocking occurs about every two weeks (see the Game and Fish site http://www.gf.state.az.us/frames/whatsnew/idx_frep.htm for a fishing report and schedule. I have had a barrel of fun there using a simple pattern stripped on the surface. Take a size 12 to 16 long streamer type hook, tie in one piece of olive marabou at the business end, wrap the remainder forward to the head and tie off. Use red thread and make a nice red head. It doesn’t get much easier than that. Cast to the nervous water where the fish are schooling. If you aren’t successful pretty quickly, cut off some of the tail before you try another pattern. The fish don’t seem to like the fly too long. I have had a few days of 50 or more fish (estimated using fishing logic/angler honesty) and no day less than 20 or so. I recommend going in the week of the stocking after Tuesday or Wednesday (the probably stocking days) It is an easy trip and a very pretty setting. See you there. The editor.
