Apache Trout Recovery

Hello to TU Apache Trout Interests - I wanted to introduce myself (TU national staff - Director of Resources) to those I haven't met and alert you that we have a NFWF Apache Trout grant. The grant will provide a minimum of $200,000 for Apache trout work. Depending on our ability to raise matching funds, more dollars could be made available. Funds may be expended over the next 2 years. The award is in the form of a "block grant," so there's no specific earmarking of funds.

The grant is intended to boost Apache trout efforts and won't interfere with existing plans of any AZ TU organization or agency. The general intent is to enhance or expand on existing Apache trout recovery plans and to blend the grant into the ongoing Apache trout organization and partnership efforts. November Guest Speaker Information

Bob Esperti has been fishing for 56/60th’s of his life.  During the 40's & 50's he grew up wetting a line on Michigan’s Saginaw Bay and Lake Huron. From 1960 to 1964 he spent his summers guiding and plying Maine’s streams and rivers during off hours. During the 1970's Bob and his wife, Liz lived on the Blue River near Breckenridge, CO and fished it most every weekend. From 1982 on they have fished the Snake, South Fork, New Fork, and the Wyoming and Utah Green from their Jackson Hole home. In 1995 the Esperti’s built the Big Hole Ranch partnership on 2.5 miles of Montana’s famed Big Hole River. With their partners, they also ply the waters of the nearby Beaverhead, Jefferson, Madison, Missouri, and Yellowstone rivers, and make periodic forays to Idaho’s Henry’s Fork.  

In past years, Bob has been 1 of 6 members representing the U.S. fly-fishing team in world competition in Italy, Canada, and Ireland.  In addition to Liz, Bob’s favorite fly fishing partners are their two sons, Rob and James, now in their mid-thirties (who have been wetting a fly since they were each 4-years old), and his many fishing buddies, including Dick Cheney, who, we are told, is a heck of an angler.

OPTU has invited Bob to talk about his fishing experiences both during the World competitions and on the Western waters he knows so well.  His enthusiasm, insights, and tall stories for and on seeking big trout are sure to entertain and whet your appetite for some serious angling.

Fall Fishing Recommendation

Pena Blanca – Don’t miss out on the fun at Pena Blanca catching stocked trout starting in November. Stocking occurs about every two weeks (see the Game and Fish site http://www.gf.state.az.us/h_f/stocking_schedule.html for a fishing report and schedule). I have had a barrel of fun there using a simple pattern stripped on the surface. Take a size 12 to 16 long streamer type hook, tie in one piece of olive (or black) marabou at the business end, wrap the remainder forward to the head and tie off. Use red thread and make a nice red head. It doesn’t get much easier than that. Cast to the nervous water where the fish are schooling. If you aren’t successful pretty quickly, cut off some of the tail before you try another pattern. The fish don’t seem to like the fly too long. I recommend going in the week of the stocking after Wednesday (the probable stocking day). It is an easy trip and a beautiful setting. See you there. The editor.
