Frye Creek Gila Trout 
Stocking

Want to be a par t o f the 
historic stocking of Gila trout 
in Pinale–o Mountains?
Want to work with native trout 
and helicopters in a remote 
canyon?
Have a strong back and sure 
footed hiking abilities?  

Then come join the Region V 
Þsh program on November 
3rd"5th as we take the Þrst step 
in establishing a Gila trout 
Þshery in Southern Arizona.  

We need 15 people to hike into 
Frye Canyon, meet a sling load 
of fish, and hike them into 
pools for stocking. The trail has 
just been rebuilt and is in good 
shape, with the longest hike at 
3 miles, but with part of that 
with a load of Þsh it may still be 
physically taxing. We will be 
staying at Clu# Ranch, located 
near Safford. Cluff has two 
bunkhouses complete with 
kitchens and bathrooms, or you 
can camp on the ranch or in the 
canyon. We wi l l meet on 
November 3rd to go over 
logistics and helicopter safety. 
The project will take place on 
November 4th, with a weather 
date of November 5th.

Pro jec t Hea l ing Waters F l y Fish ing in 
conjunction with Old Pueblo Trout Unlimited 
$OPTU% of Tucson Arizona held a combination 
ßy Þshing/work day in the White Mountains of 
Arizona over the Columbus Day weekend. 
Soldiers and dependents f rom the For t 
Huachuca Warrior Transition Unit along with 
members of OPTU headed to the Big Lake area 
of the Apache Sitgraves National Forrest in 
northeastern Arizona on Thursday October 8, 
for a few days of camping, ßy Þshing and native 
trout habitat restoration.

The soldiers Þshed private and public waters in 
the high country catching trout on ponds and 
streams. They spent part of one day removing 
non native crawÞsh from the east fork of the 
Black River, a critical spawning area for the 
native Apache Trout. After busy days of Þshing 
and habitat restoration, everyone relaxed around 
the campÞre eating dinner and swapping stories.

The people of Springerville, Greer and Eager, 
Arizona went out of their way to roll out the red 
carpet for the troops, providing fishing on 
private waters, free use of camp sites and rooms 
and deep discounts for vacation rentals along 
with ßies and on the water mentoring.

A return trip is in the planning for next April or 
May. While OPTU is grateful for the soldiersÕ 
help with crawÞsh removal we are actually more 
appreciative of their sacriÞce. We look forward 
to the opportunity to spend a little time on the 
water with them, teaching the art of ßy Þshing 
and enjoying a little fellowship in return. For us 
itÕs cheap at the twice the price.

FISHING REPORTS

! I headed to the Kenai Peninsula in Alaska on 
September 11th. Since US Airways upgraded me 
to 1st class it was an easy ßight with arrival at 1 
am. After sleeping at the ERA aviat ion 
departure area till 4 am or so, I boarded a ßight 
to the Kenai airport at 6 am. My son and guide, 
Cullen, picked me up for a day of steelheading 
on the Anchor River. Of note, my bag was stored 
in Anchorage underneath a leaking bag of 
halibut, so I had some really smelly clothes and 
suitcase on pickup that morning. Thanks to the 
folks at Great Alaska, the clothes were washed 
quickly and the bag steam cleaned $still smells a 
bit though%. The Þrst day of steelheading was 
great, but better for Cullen. He landed 7 of 8 
while I only managed to bring in 3 of 11. I also 
got ÒLoe(eredÓ, which I have decided is what 
we will call going 0 for 4 on steelhead $EricÕs 
record last year%. Fortunately I landed the 5th or 
that sort of luck would have had a di#erent 
name.
! Another interesting thing about this time of 
year is that the leaves change from green to 
yel low in about 7 days. It is a beautiful 
transition. The opportunity to see bears, moose 
and loads of eagles $Alaska pigeons% makes it a 
wonderful trip as well.
! My group of 15 people $including Steve Hanks 
and Dan Malone of Tucson% enjoyed fabulous 
weather and great Þshing over the next two 
weeks. The Þrst week featured loads of dollie 
varden and rainbows on the upper Kenai, silvers, 
and some steelhead. The steelheading was good 
but harder than usual this year as the lack of rain 

kept the rivers low. That might mean a killer 
year in 2010 if conditions improve. The second 
week featured more trips to the middle Kenai 
for large rainbows. Almost everyone in that 
week caught at least one over 10 pounds. Some 
of our group focused on silvers and caught their 
limits daily for return to the home tables.
! Even if two weeks is quite a while in Þshing 
Nirvana, I could have stayed longer, though the 
temperatures were beginning to drop a bit. If
