2001 – A Successful Year for Apache Trout Recovery

Arizona’s native trout, the threatened Apache trout, is moving closer to de-listing (removal from the Endangered Species List) thanks in large part to the significant numbers of willing, conservation-minded participants from around the state who took part in the four Apache Trout Recovery Workdays of 2001.

Averaging about 50 participants a workday our efforts were largely concentrated on the West Fork of the Black River in the Apache-Sitgreaves National Forest. Work focused on stream barrier repair and assessment, electro-fishing stream surveys, stream temperature surveys, as well as the trapping and removal of the invasive and destructive crayfish.

This year, at the invitation of the White Mountain Apache Tribe Wildlife & Outdoor Recreation Division (WMAT) and U.S. Fish & Wildlife Service (FWS), our Apache trout recovery efforts expanded to the Fort Apache Indian Reservation with work involving electro-fishing surveys on Crooked Creek. 

It was especially exciting to see several young people enthusiastically participating in a variety of the workday activities, especially the electro-fishing surveys and crayfish trapping.  What better way to enlighten the environmental stewards of tomorrow than through their hands-on participation in our native trout recovery efforts, and all the while they’re having a great time! 

This great learning opportunity also includes those of us well beyond puberty. Working alongside state and federal fisheries biologists, hydrologists, and a variety of field technicians has provided us with invaluable insight into the habitat of the Apache trout and what makes up a healthy and viable ecosystem.   Hopefully, this acquired knowledge will translate into more successful angling outings in the future.  Another positive aspect of the workdays is the chance to meet people from around the state (and U.S.) and various professions and swap stories over the campfire.

Looking toward next year – and beyond

We’ll be expanding our work on the West Fork of the Black River watershed. With completion of the NEPA for the Little Colorado River, we’ll commence Apache trout recovery efforts on the East, West and South Forks of the Little Colorado River.  There is also a good chance our Apache trout recovery efforts will include working with the WMAT and FWS on the Fort Apache Indian Reservation.

Food for thought

Too many of us have witnessed poaching on the West Fork of the Black River and elsewhere.  The first step toward reducing incidents of poaching on the West Fork and Lee Valley Reservoir is by increasing signage and posting the appropriate Arizona Game & Fish regulations; thereby informing all anglers of the appropriate regulations.  With the signs in place we can request increased law enforcement patrols and utilize the existing “report a poacher” mechanisms already in place.

We can request expansion of “catch & release” waters with an addendum of “artificial lure and fly only, with single barbless hook.”   Many of us already practice catch & release methods most of the time and expanding these regulations to other waters increases our chances of establishing some prized blue-ribbon fisheries in Arizona.

If you find yourself agreeing with these last two points I would ask you to share your opinions with our Game & Fish Department and Commission.   Too often I’m confronted with statistics indicating the angling community (as it is perceived) doesn’t care for these approaches to fisheries management.  If you want more enforcement of existing regulations, expanded catch & release waters, etc. then you have to speak up and let them know.  It’s simply a matter enlightening the Arizona Game & Fish Department and Commission by increasing the numbers in their opinion poll.
